Day 1 Nadi (D)
Depart
BRISBANE/SYDNEY/MELBOURNE on Pacific Blue
Arrive   Nadi International Airport

Arrive at Nadi International Airport. Meet the Go See Fiji representative and driver for transfer to your 3* Nadi hotel accommodation.   
0700
Evening Dinner at the hotel
Day 2 –  Coach Tour / Queens Road / Pacific Harbour / Arts Village / accommodation (B,L,D)
0700
Breakfast.  
0800
Depart for the coach tour along the Queens Road Korolevu Coral Coast, with morning tea provided, to the town of Pacific Harbour, which has some of the best beaches along the coastline of Viti Levu. 
1200
Lunch at Pacific Harbour.
0100
Visit the award winning Cultural Tourism Arts Village which has been deemed one of the best cultural centre’s in the world. The Arts Village is a fantastic educational and environmental centre offering a unique Fijian Cultural experience where you can mix with the locals, learn about customs, history, arts, crafts and lifestyle. There are also 50 shopping outlets with an array of goods for sale, including fashion, food, and handicrafts made on-site.

Then it’s all aboard the Island Boat Tour for a journey back in time, voyaging on a traditional drua (double hulled canoe), complete with thatched roof, flowers, carved wood and living, breathing warriors. Half the fun is gaining permission to board which requires confrontation by a priest and fierce warriors rapidly exchanging words. Once on board you can enjoy an adventure through an ancient Fijian fortress village, watch natives working, share stories, experience customs and practices first hand and meet the village chief plus a few more of his fearsome warriors.

Check-in time at the Tsulu Luxury Backpackers which is cool, clean and comfortable and 


it has a crazy Tiki pool.

0700
Evening dinner 
Day 3 – Suva/ Fiji Museum/Leleuvia Island (B,L,D)
0700
Breakfast. 
0800
Depart for Suva Town to visit the Fiji Museum, situated in the Botanical Gardens which is the site of the original town of Suva and location of many past fierce warrior battles.
The Fiji Museum is a historical treasure trove of archaeological exhibits dating back 3,700 years and is dedicated to the preservation and representation of Fiji’s indigenous inhabitants and national heritage encompassing culture and history of the people of Fiji, and their relationship with the people of the South Pacific and the rest of the world.
Buy a souvenir at the Fiji Museum Gift Shop which offers a variety of bark cloth, weaving, replica artifacts plus more.
1100
Back on board the coach for a 2 hour journey to the northern part of Suva with a boxed lunch


provided.

0100
Arrive at Corvo Landing for a 35 minute boat transfer to the beautiful tropical paradise of Leleuvia Island where you will be met by traditional Fijian Warriors. After checking into your dorm style accommodation on the east side of the Island you will be officially welcomed by the locals, then the afternoon is free to swim, snorkel, and explore the island.  This will be your island home for the next 3 nights. 

0700
Dinner is served, followed by island signing.
Day 4 – Leleuvia Island Resort – Levuka Public School – Leleuvia Island Resort Lovo Dinner (B,L,D)
0700
Sunrise on Leleuvia Island and time for breakfast.

0800
Depart Leleuvia Island by boat to the town of Levuka, the capital of Fiji until 1877 and inhabited by a motley crew of traders, speculators, vagabonds and also respectable business men. Levuka was the site of Fiji’s first bank, post office, private members club, hospital, town hall and school – the Levuka Public School which was opened in 1879.

Time for school Fijian style – you will spend time with the students at Levuka Public School where many of Fiji’s leaders in the years leading up to and following independence in 1970 were educated.  Join the students for lunch and school activities.

0330
Time to head back to Leleuvia Island to chill-out, relax and enjoy the magical sunset.
0630
Dinner Lovo style followed by dancing.  A Lovo is a communal village feast for special 
occasions such as weddings, festivals or the inauguration of a new chief. Lovo is prepared by digging a large pit and lining it with dry coconut husks. The husks are set on fire, then stones are heaped on top. When the flames from the coconut husks die down, the food is wrapped in banana leaves and lowered into the pit. Meat and fish are always put in first, and the vegetables are put on top. Everything is covered with more banana leaves and stones and left to cook for about 2 ½ hours. When it’s ready, it’s a feast for all! 
Day 5 – Leveuvia Island Resort/Ovalau Island Lovoni/School Visit / Leveuvia Island Resort (B,L,D)
0700 
Breakfast

0800 
Depart by boat to the Island of Ovalau, where you will be transported to the village of Lovoni, set in the middle of a volcano crater. Upon arrival the group will present a gift of Kava to the Chief of the Island. It was this chief, who’s Great, Great Grandfather succeeded Fiji to the British. 

Visit the local village junior school, have a picnic lunch, then walk by the local homes, followed by a game of touch rugby and/or netball.

Return to Leleuvia Island for late afternoon activities.
0630
Dinner will be served.  

Day 6 – Leleuvia Island Resort /Nagia School /Rakiraki (B,L,D)
0700
Breakfast

0730
Time to leave the Island and return by boat to Corvo Landing to board the coach for Rakiraki.


The tour follows the Kings Road which passes by the Nakauvadra Mountain Range, home 

to the snake god Degei and the maker of all the Fijian Islands. There is 30 kms of unsealed 

road but you will see beautiful waterfalls, streams and countryside.

Stop off at Nagia School for a special concert by the students where lunch will be prepared 

by the Mothers’ Club.

0130
Depart for Rakiraki along the scenic road for a short journey to your accommodation 

at Volivoli Beach Resort which overlooks the coral reef and bay.
0630
Dinner at Volivoli Beach Resort.
Day 7 – Farewell and depart for home. (B)
0700
Breakfast and depart for your return journey to Nandi (2 hours) leave at 0900
Transfer to airport for afternoon flight
